e <step>UserMacros.SetCurrentMacroFromUserNumber(1)</step> makes the macro
with the usernumer 1 current, i.e. selects it. Change the number if you want to export another
macro.

e <step>UserMacros.Export(UserMacros.CurrentMacrold)</step> actually exports the
previously selected macro - all the file handling is done in this function

How to use it

1. make this macro available
2. create another macro and give this macro usernumber 1
