description

The result is a simple exe file which can run on Windows computers. It listens to
class-compliant MIDI devices. Upon incoming MIDI messages Web API requests
are being sent.

Configuation - which request being triggered by which MIDI message - is done
by editing a simple text file. Extensive examples are provided.

Also includes Titan IDs to retrieve the Titan IDs and location strings.
